Her teaching assignments consist of Vocal/General Music, 
Primary Strings, Band, and Orchestra.  
Judith Morse is the Orchestra Director at CHS as well as the Conductor and Music Director of the Edison Symphony 
Orchestra, a post she has held since 2000.  As a professional violinist, she has played in the Irish Philharmonic, the 
American Ballet Orchestra & most recently with the Irish Tenors.   
Bryanna MacAdams has served as an instrumental music teacher at Bear Tavern Elementary and Stony Brook 
Elementary Schools throughout her seven years in the HV Regional School District.  She loves teaching and introducing 
instruments to young students.
