FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS 
 
Discussion was held as to the scheduling of presentations concerning the Fire District’s proposal for 
new premises; Route 31 improvements; and the D&R Greenway’s proposal for the Martin tract. 
 
Ms. Borges requested that the 2006 Capital Budget be finalized in order to prepare the budget 
documents. 
 
(At this time, Mr. Pogorzelski left the meeting.) 
 
 Ms. Borges reviewed recent changes to the proposed 2006 Municipal Budget, and she noted that the 
Budget currently reflects an increase of five cents per $100 of assessed valuation.  The Committee 
determined to hold a special budget meeting on April 10, 2006 at 5:30 p.m.  Ms. Borges anticipated 
that the budget would be introduced at the April 24 regular meeting. 
 
Mr. Hritz distributed a draft agreement with the Hopewell Valley Baseball and Softball Association 
(HVBSA).   He indicated that the HVBSA intends to install lights and light shields at a cost of 
approximately $150,000; assuming the costs of the lighting two years hence.  Attorney Gary 
Backinoff, representing the HVBSA, confirmed the intent to install the lights, which will constitute a 
major capital expense for the Association.  Mr. Hritz discussed details of the lighting including low 
impact driveway illumination, separate breakers for certain poles, and timed shut off switches.  
Committee Member Iorio suggested that the Recreation Director investigate the PSE&G Company 
Smart Saver Program, which may provide rebates for the improvements to the lighting system.  Mr. 
Hilling requested a verbal agreement from the HVBSA as to the payment of the lighting fixtures 
prior to execution of the agreement.
